The book of Malachi is written at a time, after the return from exile, when many of the 
people had stopped obeying the law or listening to God at all. According to Malachi, 
even the priests had stopped caring and worshipping God properly. Malachi’s message 
is a called to repentance and a promise that God would send another messenger to the 
people of Israel in the future.

Malachi opens with a condemnation and the 
promise of the destruction of Edom on the 
grounds that they were the descendants of Esau 
(Jacob’s brother) and therefore not chosen by 
God. This kind of interpretation of Old Testament 
stories has caused many problems in modern 
Middle Eastern politics – you will need to re�ect 
on what you think about it.
