Angels appear throughout this book (21 times in
all), look out for them as you read.

Many people think the tone and style of the book
changes at chapter 9. See what you think when
you get to it.

The early visions (chapters 1-8) contain elements
like men riding horses and horns which are
familiar from both Daniel and Revelation. Look
out for motifs you recognize from other books in
what you read here.
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What could this mean for me?

One of the big themes of Zechariah is
forgiveness. Re ect on what Zechariah thinks
forgiveness is and what we might learn from that
for ourselves.
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Discussion group questions

Were there any parts of the book that you
particularly liked or which inspired you?

Were there any parts of the book that you
disliked or which troubled you?

What did you think the book was about?

How did you get on with the visions in
Zechariah? Did they make sense or leave
you confused? Which was your favourite of
the visions?

Zechariah contains two key prophecies that
are often applied to Jesus (9.9 and 12.10). Look
at them in context. What do you think they
meant to Zechariah’s rst audience? And what
do they mean when you apply them to Jesus?

Zechariah is written at a time when people
felt quite disappointed. They had pinned all
their hopes on a glorious return from exile
but when it came it didn’t live up to their
expectations: the temple was in ruins; they
had no strong leader and many of them
were poor. In the middle of this Zechariah

o ered them hope — did you notice anything
in the book that might inspire us in similar
situations today?

Did you read anything in the book that
touched you, expanded your faith or made
you think more deeply about your life and
how you live it?
