Suggested sermon outline

This section begins with a question, provoked by Paul’s explanation of the gospel of grace. 

Begin this sermon by recapping the gospel, helping people to understand how radical the 
offer of grace is, and why someone might be tempted to ask the question in Romans 6.1. 

Paul replies to the question ‘Shall we go on sinning so that grace may increase?’ with an 
emphatic ‘No’! And he begins to unpack what it looks like to live a life of freedom.
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NOTESKEY POINTS:  THREE HARD TRUTHS

Romans can feel like a daunting letter for many people, but it is deeply rewarding and well 
worth the effort. It’s the kind of book where many people finish it and can’t wait to read it again!

Do you have a story that can illustrate this idea and create some excitement for the series? 
Perhaps you’ve attempted something that felt daunting – a mountain-climb, or a large 
project – but which you found to be more life-giving than you could possibly have imagined? 

Are there particular reasons why you have decided to preach on Romans? You may want to 
share how this letter has been particularly meaningful for you, and what you hope the church 
will get out of it. 

The main body of the sermon will give some background information about the letter, and 
help people get a sense of the journey on which you are about to embark.
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
